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Schedule Released for December HDFEST 2005 

World's Only High Definition Film Festival Presented by Intel 

LOS ANGELES, CA., - The schedule for HDFEST, the world's only high definition film festival, 
was released today. Staged at the ETC Digital Cinema Lab at the Hollywood Pacific Theatre and 
the Dolby Laboratories' Larry Umlang Presentation Theatre II in Burbank, the festival will include 
screenings of High-Def movies, panels on High-Def filmmaking, festival parties and the HDFEST

David Deluise's character Ted Davis is a playboy who meets his match 
when Heather a mysterious brunette, moves next door and refuses to fall for anything in Davis' 
very deep bag of tricks.
